It should be noted that on Methodists services at Sotogrande 100€ from their  

collection is given to us to pay for the rent of the church.   

Total amount from donations was €4,175, marginally below €4,200 monthly break-even.  

Significantly above April last year +31%, partially due to the timing of Easter but March/

April period combined is also higher vs. 2024, +7%.  
 

Number of attendees:   

Total: 292 attendees across both churches during April. +39% vs same period last year.  

San Pedro: 146 attendees for the month, +40% (+42 attendees) vs last year. 

Sotogrande: 146 attendees for the month, +38% (+40 attendees) vs last year.  
 

Average revenue by attendee:  

€8.36 for both churches. A solid increase (+12%) vs. April 2024. 

During April, desired €10 average contribution was achieved during two services at

Background to the event: The Mayor of Manilva has allowed the Duquesa Branch of  

the Royal British Legion to erect a stone memorial in Plaza Naranja, Sabinillas to  

commemorate both the sacrifice of the fallen and to recognise the on-going work of the 

Royal British Legion in the area. VE Day has been chosen for the installation and  

dedication of the stone, although there will be a further enhancement of the memorial 

added later (when it has been completed).  

In the absence of Tony Carroll, Geoff Fabron has been nominated to conduct the  

dedication of the stone in a brief ceremony that will include messages from local  

Councillor Dean  Sheldon and by a senior member of the Duquesa Branch of the RBL.  

It is hoped that the Mayor will also be able to attend and say a few words.  

Following the formalities, there will be music by Daniella and food and drinks through 

the two neighbouring pubs, the O’Callaghan’s and the Monaghnan’s.  

There will also be market stalls.
